Mrs Patel showed the school some
wonderful Indian clothing and explained
Diwali to develop our awareness of other
cultures and religions.

In the Classroom
Year 2

presented and discussed the Road Safety
posters they had designed. Mrs Dunham

Biggles and discussed dog safety and
animal teeth.

Year 1

Year 1 enjoyed an illuminating visit from
two Prep School EAL (English as an
Additional Language) children. Justina
and Moomin, spoke about clothing in
Korea and China respectively, and both
came dressed in traditional clothes. The
children were enthralled and asked a
plethora of questions, which Justina and
Moomin answered superbly.

Year 1 welcomed Mrs Patel who showed
photos of India, saris, bindis and how to
draw mehndi on children’s hands and also
answered a variety of questions on India.
